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We have recently been staying in the Helford River area in Cornwall . Whilst there we have
talked to locals about the beautiful Helford River and Port Navas Quay. Port Navas quay itself is
a disgrace. However from the village website www.preserveportnavasquayco.uk we understand
that environmental damage has occurred in parts of the Helford River and that this damage is
somehow linked to activities on Port Navas Quay ?

We understand from Natural England’s website that its role is to protect what is best about

‘natural’ England and to prevent environmental damage wherever possible. What is Natural
England doing to protect the Helford River and the environment of this beautiful part of England.
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
