Regulations.

Whilst the regudations do indeed refer to “competent authority™ which is defined m regulation
six. the Duchy does not tall within any of the descriptions or definitions.

The Duchy of Cormwall is not an institution as such. it is a description of property tor legal
purposes.  The legal entity is His Roval Highness as Duke of Cornwall and from which you
will see would not fall within any of the definitions,

Whilst the Charter of 1337 which formed the Duchy of Cornwall is imdeed regarded as an Act

of Parliament. 1 simply grants Jand w seecessive Dukes of Commwall, There i ao “ofliee”
created or continued by such an Act.

From our point of view. it would seem Natural Fngland would need 1o be responsible here m
the Helford. in the same way as it would if the river belonged to a private landowner

You mentioned that when replving o this letter you would explain the problems which
Natural England are hoping to reselve and 1 ook forward to receiving these.
