Special Scientific Interest) that forms the majority of the Helford River, but not Port Navas. Natural England remain
supportive of a well managed and sustainable oyster fishery on the Helford River. We have been working closely with
Ben Wright of the Duchy Oyster Farm and Fishery based at Port Navas to agree a management plan that both gives
Ben the scope for a successful business but at the same time maintains the features for with the Fal & Helford SAC
has been designated. As part of its statutory duties, Natural England wrote to Ben Wright earlier this year regarding his
placement of trestles and sacks on part of the SSSI and are working closely with him to agree a site for their
relocation.”
