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Ben Wright, proprietor of the Duchy of
Cornwall Oyster Farm and Fishery, has hit
back at claims made on the website.

He said: “After years of neglect and

decay, the infrastructure of the oysterage |

at Port Navas, including old landing quays
and slipways which had crumbled and
fallen into the river, as well as the oyster
beds themselves, have been repaired and
renewed.

“The oyster farm had no full-time em-
ployees and was derelict and bankrupt in
2005. It now directly employs 10 local work-
ers and injects well over £200,000 per an-
num directly into the local economy.

" “In these difficult economic times, the
oyster farm continues to grow, offering

skills, training and yearround employ-

ment to a growing local workforce.”
